	- Financial Report:
Currently £20,634.72 in the account, which splits between Grant Money and others.
In September 2020, £73 was spent on the defibrillators. 
CGCC was approached by a member of the community asking for £132 to replace the cup on the memorial, which was granted. 
Glendaruel Hall Fee – how much? 
Application received from member of the community for £380 for a Halloween offering for the local children. The money would cover prizes and goodie bags for the Col-Glen area’s 36 children. There will be an alternative Halloween offering for the children this year, with the pandemic cancelling the annual party. This will include a pumpkin carving competition, treasure hunt, and a pumpkin hunt. CGCC agree to grant the funding. 
Annie Craig at the Glendaruel Caravan Park has offered to put on a light show at the Park on Halloween, between 6pm-8pm, offering families the opportunity to drive through to see the lights. 

- Correspondence
C&B CPG – Restarts this week, they haven’t met since February 2020. Main point on the agenda is the boundary condition – looking to change the boundaries (especially on Bute) changing the number of Councilors (from 3 to 2). The Third Sector are doing a report in terms of social care and COVID-19. There’s also a community focus to find out what the area is doing. CGCCouncillors are welcome to come along as observers.

	Development Trust
	AGM will be held via Zoom as a webinar on Sunday 22nd of November 2020 at 2pm. We will invite members of the community to observe, possibly vote on matters, make comments and/or ask questions via the chat function. 
Currently, the COVID-19 response funding ended on 30th October 2020. Amber is looking at further programmes to replace the Food Box programme, as that was particularly well received & subscribed to. Also looking into other avenues such as providing older member of our community Chromebooks and IT support. Looking into what support is available to us, and what we can bring to the community via the open funds. 
Continue to look at the management of the Cowal Way, and how to move forward. Would like to pass on management to a special organisation, looking at management and funding etc, One of the first things we will be taking to the Cowal Way Steering Group as and when we have outlines. 
The CGDT are meeting monthly, following taking legal advice, we are perfectly able to do so. 
CGDT always looking for new trustees and directors – there are some people who have been on the board for a very long time, and we would like some ‘fresh blood’ to join. Papers will be circulated shortly. We are recruiting – we have 6 Directors, and there are spaces. At least 2 of our Directors will be stepping down in the near future. This is a great time to get involved, as we have many exciting projects to be involved with.

	Councilor’s Report 


	Access to Argyll
 
The Scottish Government asked for input on their options for access to Argyll.
 
The Council agreed the following response.
 
“The Council –
 
1.    Welcomed the Scottish Government’s commitment to move beyond the landscape mitigation strategy and to look at options which provide an alternative solution to the ongoing problems at the Rest and Be Thankful.
 
2.    Approved the consultation response as drafted at Appendix 1 of the submitted report, noting in particular that:-
 
a.    The councils calls for a permanent solution to be delivered within the term of the next Scottish Parliament {2021-2026];
 
b.    The Council considers the realistic solution to be Option 1, delivered as a permanent solution and not as a continuation of the ongoing mitigation measures. Option 1 should be progressed as a priority.
 
c.    The Council considers Option 5 may provide merit for longer term consideration to further improve connectivity and resilience into and out of Argyll and Bute.
 
d.    The Council also calls for other improvements along the A83 to deal with substandard alignment and drainage/flooding issues both of which can impact on availability of the route.
 
3.    Agreed that the Leader of the Council should write to the Cabinet Secretary for Transport, Infrastructure and Connectivity and request clarity on the governance and decision making process for a permanent solution, and, in particular, to request that the Council should be represented on any project board or similar group.”
 
Option 1 is the existing route.
Option 5 is a bridge over Loch Fyne to Otter Ferry and a new road from there to Glendaruel, Dalinlongart, Whistlefield and Ardentinny, a new bridge across Loch Long to Portincaple and a new road to Garelochhead.
 
Scottish Government’s Spaces for People fund
 
The Council has agreed to use some of this money for cycle repair station in the towns.
 
There will also be a covered waiting area for Dunoon-Gourock ferry passengers which will enable up to 20 passengers to physically distance under cover.
 
Following the public consultation, a decision has been taken in principle to close Argyll Street to vehicles, other than deliveries. This is subject to a further consultation with town centre businesses and taxi operators.
 
West Coast Motors
 
With offices still closed and people working from home, the number of passengers has dropped and West Coast Motors say they can't afford to operate as many services as before. The most recent reply from them said,
 
"We have been in open dialog with A&B council regarding the changes to bus services and with offices still being closed and tighter restrictions in place we cannot say when we will return to normal, or settle into a new normal."

Report Ends. 

Points raised from CGCC.

DM – Please explain how money can be saved on services that are not provided, for example can’t cut bin collection any further, and roadkill is never picked up. 

AR – Council is dependent on the level of grants received from the Scottish Government, and can’t foresee what the next year will bring. Council thought it prudent to think forward in-case monies get cut. The formula that is used to distribute money is not in our favour as we have a falling population, we don’t get as much money, but still have the same overheads – we have to make preparations, just in case. 

Argyll Rally – CR had a response from the organisers re: Argyll Rally 2021 – there is a meeting on Wednesday 28th Nov via Zoom. CGCC are concerned, but slightly reassured by the response we received. Concerns cover health and safety, noise, and road closures. Yes there is an economic benefit, but huge risks and limited travel.

CSDS questions what CGCC policy on more holiday homes? CR confirms we don’t have one, but thoroughly encouraged to anyone who can build affordable houses in area! The area is suffering from inflating house prices, lack of affordable housing to buy or rent. Discussion on there being no waiting list for people to move here on ACHA e.g. – double edged sword, if people wont apply because there know there aren’t any, there is no demand.
